I last year was a witness at an international conference for widows, which was broadly covered by our national daily newspapers.  The conference was organized by the Springs ministries.

The essence of it was that (in my understanding) if a widow is enabled to both know how to take good care of herself health wise and shown opportunity in which to invest and have a viable income, the lot is improved for both her and her children.  Springs ministries also starts small income generating projects for the widows.  These I have witnessed and I believe need all the support.
Lastly Springs identifies and pays school fees for needy students.  As an educationist I believe this is a noble task.  One cannot do enough in this field since children keep getting orphaned literally on a daily basis.  I have personally pointed out some extremely needy cases, some of whom it has not been possible to do anything about due to lack of foods.  I believe that springs is in a unique position to empower these young ones as well as bolster hope in them.  It is thus very sad indeed that funding should be a drawback in such a noble cause.

The most wonderful blessing of the Springs for me is the opportunity to be with the children who are hosted at Jehovah Shammah Restoration Centre (JSRC) which is a project of Springs.  I have served at this orphanage for two years and I have learnt a lot as pertains the life of an orphan.  

This led to my going to Siaya Institute of Technology sponsored by Springs Ministries to do social work and community development.

My going to college has greatly improved my knowledge and understanding of how well I should deal with social situations.  Now I once more have the chance to be with the orphans at the centre (JSRC).

As an orphan I have also benefited from the programme of monthly meetings for the orphans where we share ideas, experiences and advices on how to cope with problems.

My name is Yuanita Awiti.

I am one of the community workers and a leader of one of the widow groups in the Springs Ministries.  I am a widow myself and I know what widows go through in our society and as individuals.
The Springs ministries has helped initiate and establish 25 widow groups with 15 of them very active.  It has been a real challenge to see these widows in these groups struggle to survive and fend for their children.  Most of them die leaving  behind children, this creates influx of the orphans.  Lack of funds have made some widows drop out of groups having expected that by joining these groups they may be helped financially so if they miss this they get discouraged and as a result leave and this makes the groups to be inactive.
With programmes that Springs organize for widows and orphans we have seen lots of people being helped and lost hopes being restored.  The conferences, seminars and fellowship meetings that Springs has been organizing have been forums for encouragements and learning for both widows and orphans.

 Springs have been developing leaders drawn from both orphans and widows and training them in various skills.

Currently the activities that Springs Ministries undertake include 
-High school fees payment for orphans 
-Small loan to widows and older orphans
-Running a foster home (orphanage) for younger total orphans
-Provision of training opportunities for orphans and if available
-Provision of clothes and food.
